Most of you know by now that the budget situation in CAis dire. | would
like to share with you information from our Superintendent, Dr. Mannon:
TUSD has already reduced its budget by 35 mllion in the past two years.
The specific prograns, services, and stuff they have had to cut have been
devastating to the conmmunity. They have been forced to lay off over 258
full-time positions, which include 160 certificated teaching positions.
This translates to 12% of the nunber of certificated positions, wthout
any reduction of the nunber of students. They have been forced to
increase the class sizes at all K-12 levels. The K-3 classes are now 24-
1; while 4'" and 5'" grade average 33-1, and the average niddle school
cl assroons have had the daunting challenge of acconmodating over 38
students.
