Last year at this time
we invested in ST Math to help
students with conceptual
understanding in the area of Math.
| have heard and seen so many
positive outcomes with this
program, | am very encouraged. |
hope all of you are seeing that your
children to take full advantage of
this research based math program.

Recently, we have made
another investment in the area
of research based technology
to support and enrich  Reading
and Language Arts. Towards
the end of January all students




will have access to Study Island.

Study Island is a web based
program built from the
California Content Standards
designed to offer self-paced,
differentiated instruction.

Like ST Math, Study Island will be
accessible from school and
from your home computer, from
the library, from daycare, etc.

It is web based and easily
accessible. We look forward to
sharing more information with
you in the near future.

DISTRICT WRITING
Focus..

The teachers and I realize that a
comprehensive and school wide writing
program at Hickory is a valuable
investment for all students. This fall the
district decided to continue with its focus
on writing. Last year, teachers from all
schools met several times to design and
evaluate student writing rubrics and
student writing samples. This proved to be
very helpful in focusing on student
strengths and needs across the district.
The results of student writing scores then
“drove instruction”. This data driven
method of teaching is efficient and aimed
at meeting student needs. We will be
continuing with this focus goal for the
2011-2012 school year. Our students have
taken an initial writing assessment, and
they will be taking another mid-year
writing sample this month. On Feb. 3rd
teachers will again gather with other
teachers in the district to score and share
student writing samples.

One of the most important aspects of
becoming a proficient writer is to write!
You can partner with Hickory by
encouraging your student to write
everyday! Keeping a journal is a terrific
way for students to keep their writing

pieces on hand and available to revisit.
Here are some other ideas for parents to
plant in their child’s mind:

Follow the alphabet. Suggest that
your youngster write each
sentence of his tale so that it begins
with a different letter of the
alphabet. He can write the letters
down

the left side of a page and then fill
in

the lines. Examples: An ant went to
a

picnic. “Boy, am | hungry!” it said.
Or

he could think of words starting
with each letter and write a story
that uses all 26—in any order.

Conduct an interview. An interesting
conversation can provide story
ideas. Your child might ask a
grandparent about

his most prized possession or find
out how his music teacher chose
her job. Then,

he can create characters and
make up a story based on his
inferview.

Start in the middle.

Have your youngster think of an
event in his life (camping trip) and
tell you about if.

Encourage him to pick an unusual or
exciting part (a downpourin the
middle of the night) and begin his
story there. He'll see that starting in
the middle and writing about one
small moment or event can be
more interesting than simply telling
the whole story from beginning to
end.

While | am thinking about the New
Year and reflecting on parent
conferences the subject of
homework, classwork, and student
responsibilities comes to mind.

The purpose of homework is to
reinforce and solidify the learning
that has taken place in the
classroom that day or that week.
Some students do not realize that
when the assignment is to prepare
for a test, orreview the reading or
vocabulary of the day, that s
homework. To prepare for a test,
one may need to re-read, read to
an adult, outline, highlight, take
notes etc. To review material



students should be able to
summarize important facts, they
should be able to discuss and
share the information with parents.
This has two benefits, it increases
understanding when they can
share information clearly, and
second, it keeps parents tuned in
to what their child is learning. If the
student has trouble discussing
mafterial, parents know that they
may need to step in to help with
understanding. Lastly, homework
should be directly connected to
what is being taught in the
classroom. It should be meaningful
in that it supports and challenges
understanding of the material
being covered. Quality, not
quantity is the goal.

Your involvement affects your
child’s achievement. Research
shows that family support is key to
student achievement. To promote
academic success: TELL your child
you think education isimportant.
SUPPORT your child’s teacher and
school rules. ASK to see homework,
know what your child is learning.
