Classroom Rules and Citizenship Grades

Classroom Rules:

1. Listen carefully.

2. Follow directions.

3. Work quietly.  Do not disturb others who are working.

4. Respect others.  Be kind with your words and actions

5. Respect school and personal property.

6. Work and play safely.

7. Do your BEST!

Citizenship Grades:

Citizenship grades will be sent home every Monday for the previous week.  This will let you know how your child has been behaving in school and class. The citizenship grade will be based on how well your child follows the school, classroom, and playground rules.  Please sign the weekly citizenship sheet that you receive each Monday and have your child return it to me with his/her homework the following day.  It is extremely important that I know you have read and signed your child’s citizenship report, and I will only know if it is returned to me.

If a student breaks one of the above rules, he/she instructed to write their name and the rule they broke on our citizenship clipboard.  This is a warning.   If the student breaks another rule, on the same day, he/she is instructed to sign the board once again and will miss their next recess.  If a student breaks a rule for the third time, (on the same day) he/she is instructed to sign the board again.  The student will miss their recess and fill out a behavior note.  The child writes this note.  The note is a record of what rule(s) the child broke and what he/she will do next time.  This will be sent home the same day, and will need to be signed by his/her parent or guardian.  The note needs to be returned the following day.  There is also a provision in plan for a “severe” disruption.  If a student disrupts the classroom or does something to endanger another individual, he/she will be immediately sent to the principal and I will phone the parents to set up a conference, if necessary.

Each day the child is given a fresh start.  However the weekly Citizenship grades are determined by the number of times a student signs the board each day and by the total number of times signed per week as well as overall classroom/playground behavior.  Please remember your child will be given a verbal warning before having to use the citizenship clipboard.

Students who chose to respect the rules will receive positive reinforcement.  This may be in the form of verbal praise, written praise, award tickets, privileges, etc…  It is in your child’s best interest that we work together in relationship to his/her schooling.  

We have discussed the rules and consequences in class, but please review them with your child. Be sure to praise them when they receive an E or a V as a citizenship grade on their weekly homework sheet. Thank you very much for your support and cooperation. We look forward to a successful year.
