Classroom Rules and Discipline Policy

Classroom Rules:

1. Listen carefully.

2. Follow directions.

3. Work quietly.  Do not disturb others who are working.

4. Respect others.  Be kind with your words and actions

5. Respect school and personal property.

6. Work and play safely.

7. Do your BEST!

This year, our class will be using a discipline plan that is based on the behavior chart.  This chart consists of the child “pulling” a card when a rule has been broken.  Each card is color-coded and represents a different consequence.  At the beginning of the day the white card will be on top of the stack.  If a student breaks a classroom and/or school rule, he/she will pull a card.  A notice will be sent home in the event that your child turns a card.  This notice needs to be signed so that I know that you are aware of the situation.


White card…Excellent work habits and citizenship.


Green card…Warning!  I’m forgetting my good behavior.


Yellow card…I need to think about my behavior and review the classroom and school rules.


Orange card…Time out!  I need to be temporarily separated from the class and miss a recess time.


Red card…Time out!  I need to be separated from the class and receive a detention.



    I will have a phone call home.

Extreme Cases:

Further misconduct and/or extreme misbehavior may result in the child having a discussion with the principal about ways to improve or change behavior.

Detention:

Detentions will be administered when specific negative behaviors/actions are observed in the classroom and/or on the playground. If your child receives a detention for misconduct, he/she will be expected to miss a school recess.

It is important that you support the discipline policies of the classroom and school.  If you have any concerns regarding the consequence, please contact me.

Citizenship Grades:

Citizenship grades will be sent home every Monday for the previous week.  This will let you know how your child has been behaving in school and class. The citizenship grade will be based on how well your child follows the school, classroom, and playground rules.  Please sign the weekly citizenship sheet that you receive each Monday and have your child return it to me with his/her homework on Friday.  It is extremely important that I know you have read and signed your child’s citizenship report, and I will only know if it is returned to me.
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
