Homework Policy


Each night, Monday through Thursday, students will be given homework assignments that should take about 30 minutes to complete.  All homework for the week will be sent home on Monday in a packet.  The packet will be due on Friday.  Please check your child’s homework each night.  Review any concepts that he/she may have difficulty with and help him/her study the weekly spelling words.  In the homework packet, there is a grade sheet.  It will reveal how your child performed in class the previous week.  You and you child will need to sign that sheet each week.


It is know that not all children work at the same pace, especially at this developmental age.  With this in mind, I have created a homework system that should meet the needs of all students.  If your child has worked hard during the 30 minutes, please allow him/her to stop after the nightly reading, math, and language arts assignments.  I do not want any child to feel frustrated and/or unsuccessful.  Praise your child for what was completed and assure him/her that with hard work and practice, he/she will be able to complete more assignments in the future.


In order for your child to receive an “E” (Excellent) for his/her homework grade, he/she must complete all homework assignments and strive to show effort in his/her journal writing and writing assignments every week.


Homework is a very important way for your child to maintain his/her skills and review concepts learned from school.  Please give your child lots of praise and encouragement for his/her hard work and daily effort!
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
