Report Card Information


Before report cards go home later this week, I would like to send you a few words of explanation.  The second grade report card is developmental.  It is designed to give you a general idea of your child’s growing skills, achievements, and how much effort he/she is putting into his/her daily work.  It is a tool to help you see how your child is doing at this particular time.  It does not determine the progress of a child’s academic future.  At parent conferences, I will have the opportunity to share with you samples of your child’s work, areas of strength, and areas to improve upon.


I ask you not to make comparisons of your child’s report card with that of other children or children in the neighborhood.  Unfavorable comparisons and negative feedback can hurt children and parents.


Parents, please recall that an “S” (Satisfactory) means that your child is doing what is expected of him/her.  A “V” (Very Good) means that he/she is above average.  An “E” (Excellent) means that he/she is going above and beyond what is expected of him/her.  It is important that you convey to him/her the importance of his/her effort grades.


Please keep in mind that a child experiencing difficulty needs to know that you and his/her teacher are there to help.  Children need an honest picture about how well they are doing but their self-awareness and self-esteem should not be threatened.  Children acquire knowledge in different ways and at different rates.  Each child has his/her own special talents and strengths.  They should be reminded of these personal qualities daily.
