Homework Policy


Each night, Monday through Thursday, students will be given homework that should take about 30 minutes to complete.  All homework for the week will be sent home on Monday and is to be returned by Friday morning. Parents…please check your child’s homework each night. There is space at the end of the homework instructions for both you and your child to sign when the work is completed.


Not all children work at the same pace, especially at this developmental age.  With this in mind, I have created a homework system that should meet the needs of all students. I would like each child to read and complete the “must do” assignment assigned for each night. If your child has been working on that for 30 minutes then your child may stop there. If your child has remaining time he/she needs to complete the “try” assignment. 


In order for your child to receive an “E” for his/her homework grade, they will need to complete all of the “must do” assignments, all of the weekly spelling work in the Home Spelling Journal, and 80% of the “try” assignments. 

Homework is a very important way for your child to keep up their skills and to become more responsible. Please give lots of praise and encouragement for their hard work and daily effort.
