Spelling Activity – Ideas

Every Monday your child will be assigned spelling homework. Below you will find a list of additional extended activities. Vary your activities weekly so that your child does not become bored. The spelling words your child should use will come from the spelling and bonus words that were sent home.

1. Cut out words from a magazine or newspaper and glue to a sheet of paper.

2. Write each word in a sentence.

3. Write a story or poem.

4. Put each word on an index card and practice using see, say, cover, and write.

5. Take a practice test at home each week.

6. Sprinkle salt on a cookie sheet and have your child write the spelling words into the salt.

7. Put in alphabetical order (ABC order).

8. Write the words 5 times each.

9. Add up your spelling words to see how much they would cost (Example: A=$1, B=$2, C=$3…then the word CAB would cost $6.00).

10. Together create a nifty mnemonic for each spelling word (Example: about – a bear opens up trees).

GAME

Roll’em spelling and adding game: You and your child will need a pair of dice, a pencil, paper, and a list of the spelling words. To play take turns rolling the dice and adding the two numbers shown. The person who rolls the greatest sum wins the round and copies two spelling words on his/her paper. Play continues in the described manner until a person has listed all of the spelling words. (This game allows you to model proper printing and spelling).

***It’s a good idea to put each word on an index card and keep them on a ring so that your child can refer to them all year for correct spelling. The goal is for your child to learn and utilize their spelling words after their test.
