Homework Policy


Each night, Monday through Thursday, students will be given an assignment that should take about 25-30 minutes to complete.  All homework for the week will be sent home on Monday and is to be returned on Friday.  Parents, please check your child’s homework each night.  There is a space at the end of the week for both you and your child to sign when all work is completed.


Not all children work at the same pace, especially at this age.  With this in mind, I have decided to use a homework system that should meet the needs of all students.  If your child has really worked hard during the 30 minutes, please allow him/her to stop after the nightly reading has been done and the assignment on the Must Do line.  I do not want any child to become frustrated or feel unsuccessful.  Praise your child for what was completed and assure him/her that with hard work and practice he/she will be able to complete more of the following assignments.  Students who finish this before the 30 minutes are up, or who want more to do, can work on the Try section line.  To be able to receive an “E” in homework, children must complete at least one of the Extra assignment each week.


Homework is a very important way for your child to keep up their skills and to become responsible.  Please give lots of praise and encouragement for their hard work.
